4. Costs/fees

4.1 The items and rates of the respectively valid VQF Regulation on Fees (VQF doc. no. 1101.5) apply with regard to the costs and fees to be paid by the member.

4.2 Members withdrawing due to termination and excluded members must pay the membership fee applicable to the end of the calendar year in which withdrawal/exclusion took place.

5. Admission/procedure 

5.1 Applications for admission can only be considered following the submission of all required documents and information and payment of the processing fee. 

5.2 The Supervisory Commission expressly reserves the right to demand further information and documents in individual cases and to carry out a local audit on the applicant’s premises (admission audit) in the context of the admission procedure under the terms of Art. 4 Para. 6 of the VQF SRO regulations and Art. 4 Para. 1 letter a of the VQF SRO Audit Concept. 

5.3 In the case of the express admission procedure, the application will be processed within 5 working days from receipt of the complete set of application documents. Exception: If the Supervisory Commission orders an admission audit, the 5 day period is suspended from the date on which the audit is ordered to the end of the admission audit.

5.1 Formal admission takes place only on written confirmation following the resolution of the Supervisory Commission. Admission can be refused without stating a reason. The processing fee and the costs of any admission audit are also due for payment even if the application for admission is refused (see Regulation on Fees and numeral 4.1 above).

All information is treated in the strictest confidence.

By his/her signature the applicant expressly confirms that he/she has taken note of and accepts the costs and fees including the amounts thereof in accordance with the regulation on fees. This signed application in conjunction with the respective applicable VQF Regulation on Fees is considered to be a promissory letter under the terms of Art. 82 of the Swiss Debt Enforcement and Bankruptcy Act (SchKG).
